New this year, we will be conducting a consignment sale for dance items.  Grab your costumes, shoes, and any other dance related items that you no longer use and bring them to  be sold!  Then, shop around the items that others have brought.  You just might find the kilt or shoes of your dreams!  

How It Works:

1.  Go through your closet, basement, dresser, and maybe even under the bed.  Gather up all        your dance related items that are outgrown or just unused.

2.   Use this form to detail all the items you would like to sell.  Be sure to list size and price. 

3.   Mail this form back with your registration.  

4.   Prepare your things for sale.  Put the items on hangers if they require one.  Clean up the shoes and tie them together.  If something has multiple pieces, use a zip-lock bag.  You are responsible for making your item look nice and salable.  The better it looks, the more likely it is to sell!

5.   Relax for a while, but don’t forget to practice!

6.   April 24:  Bring all your items to the Consignment area when you check in that morning.  Please drop off all of your items by 9:00 a.m.  

7.   The ScotSwap Consignment area will open for business at 11:00.  It will remain open until 3:00.  Items may be tried on and purchased during this time.

8.   At the end of the day, you need to come by and pick up whatever has not sold by 3:30.  We will mail you a check within 10 business days for your sale proceeds minus a 10% consignment fee.  This fee goes to the KC St. Andrews Highland Dance Association.
